Start with a block 1 ½” T by  4”W  by  4”L

1.  Have students measure 1 ¾” down from the top edge on the back surface and draw a horizontal line using the square.  Measure down ½” from this line and draw another line parallel to the first line using a square.  These are boundary lines for them to block letter their name that they will eventually be wood burning.




2.  On the top edge, measure 1 ½” in from each end and mark them using a square.  Then mark a center line to intersect these marks.  One will be drilled as a pilot for a screw that will attach the door.  The other will be drilled with a 1” spade bit for storing the pegs.     



3.  Measure 1 3/8” from each end and edge on the top surface to mark the gridlines.  They won’t look perfect as we need to account for the routered chamfer.  Next layout for the ¼” chamfer by measuring ¼” in from each end and edge all the way around the board.  Finally, mark the “X” in the middle of each square. 
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After laying out the project together, I demonstrate how to wood burn names.  I demo how to cut the gridlines on the table saw.  I allow them to wood burn on their own, but I cut the gridlines for them.  The rest of the class will sand instead of waiting in line for something as I have already demoed this.  The next day, I demo the router table and the drill press for drilling the pilot holes.  I use a wooden Jorgenson clamp on the drill press to hold the board for them.  They use the drill press on their own while I watch them use the router table.  The next day, I set the other drill press up to drill the large hole for peg storage.  I will C-clamp a Jorgenson clamp to the table to ensure they will drill in the right spot.  The next day, we work on sanding through 120 grit and allow students to catch-up.  Next we mark the “X”’s and drill with a ¼” drill bit, ½” deep.  I also demo cutting the doors (1/2” T X 1” W X  2” L) and sand them.  Next we layout for the hole in the door ¼” from the end and centered on the width.  We drill with a hand drill.  We then spend the next couple of days sanding and finishing before attaching the door with a small screw.  I also have the kids cut their own pegs from ¼” dowel rod and a coping saw to review the ruler.  They need to cut 10 and stain 5 a darker color.
